~ selection committee considers closely the candidate's rationale for participation and academic
record as a whole. Candidates for the France Program must also present evidence of maturity,
responsibility and cultural sensitivity.

AIRFARE ASSISTANCE

All recognized St. Lawrence University Programs Abroad charge students the same
comprehensive fees they would pay on campus.
